Withdraw Document Event (WO 4065) [Outside Users] 
The Withdraw Document event only displays pending documents for withdrawal.  A 
message has been added to the event to alert users to this fact, and that they should 
contact the court if they think a document is missing from the list. 

 
 
Motion to Waive Filing Fee (WO 5989) [All Users] 
This event was updated to give the trustees 14 days to object to the motion. 

 
 
Corrected, Amended, Withdrawn, or Stricken Documents (WO 5755) [All Users] 
When a document is corrected, amended, withdrawn, or stricken, the docket entry will 
reflect the status of the document in blue text along with the related document number.  
For example, if a motion is amended, “Amended by Doc #” will be added to the docket 
entry in blue text.  Any deadline set in the corrected, amended, withdrawn or stricken 
event will be automatically terminated, and the document status will be changed from 
pending to terminated. 

 
 
Brief Events (WO 5976) [All Users] 
The Brief events have been revamped to reflect proper practice.  The Brief event used 
in bankruptcy cases now has two radio button options:  Brief in Support and Post-
Hearing Brief.  The Brief event used in adversary proceedings now has these radio 
button options:  Brief in Support, Response Brief, Reply Brief, Surreply Brief, and Trial 
or Post-Trial Brief. 

 
 
Rescinding/Vacating Order (WO 5714) [All Users] 
The standard order form (sresvac) generated when an order is rescinded or vacated 
has been updated to always include the document of the order being 
rescinded/vacated.  If a lien avoidance order is being rescinded/vacated, the creditor 
name is also added to the order. 

 
 
Order Granting Motion for Default Judgment (WO 5769) [Court Users] 
When this order is entered, users are asked if the judgment applies to all defendants.  If 
so, a 14-day closing deadline is set. 

 
 
Satisfaction of Judgment Event (WO 5023) [Court Users] 
The Satisfaction of Judgment event has been updated to automatically add it to the 
Judgment Book. 
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
