Eviction Judgments re: Official Forms 101A and 101B (WO 6509) [All Users]
These official forms must be filed separately from the petition. The voluntary petition
events have been updated to add a message about filing these forms separately, and
software vendors have been notified of the requirement.

Eligibility for Free or Low Cost Legal Assistance Update (WO 6472) [All Users]
The link on the Court’s website to the program that allows debtors to determine if they
are eligible for free or low cost legal assistance has been updated to include a new
guestion. Debtors are now asked if they have a pending bankruptcy case, and if so,
they must enter their case number.

Middle Tier Subaccounts (WO 6530) [U.S. Trustee]

The subaccount program allows high volume filers to have multiple logins, but also
prevents subaccounts from being added to cases. The U.S. Trustee’s office has middle
tier subaccounts that on occasion do need to be added to cases. The program has
been updated to allow the addition of middle tier subaccounts when the party chooses
to do so.

Adding the FeeDuelNST Flag (WO 6535) [Court Users]

When the FeeDuelNST flag is added from the Flags — Add/Remove event and a
terminated Installment Payment deadline is found, the user is asked to remove the
termination date through the Calendar — Monthly menu option. If the deadline has not
yet been set or is pending, no message is displayed.

Single Order Upload Link in CMAssist (WO 6541) [Court Users]

The link in CMAssist to Single Order Upload wasn’t working for bankruptcy cases due to
issues with case number configurations; i.e., CMAssist doesn’t like judge initials and
chapter. The program has been updated and CMAssist now only looks at the year and
number in the case number format.

Pro Bono Application Event (WO 6536) [Pro Se Law Clerk]

To prevent confusion to outside filers, the docket text for the Pro Bono Application will
become a private entry and will only be viewable by court users. The application was
previously restricted from public view and remains restricted.

Trustee Distribution Report (WO 6543) [Financial]
This new report displays case number, trustee, and whether or not a fee was paid so
Financial can determine when/if a trustee should be paid on reopened cases.
